âûòåðåòü ñîñòàâ íàñóõî âåòîøüþ ëèáî áóìàæíîé ñàëôåòêîé, çàòåì îáèëüíî

ïîìåùåíèÿõ ïðè òåìïåðàòóðå íå ìåíåå ïëþñ 20 °Ñ íà ïðîòÿæåíèè

Basic information about the product
Fire-resistant two-component polyurethane foam «INZAPEN-P» 

– universal cable penetrations with an increase in the depth of termination;

– fire-resistant penetrations for utility services.

Operating conditions: 

- permissible humidity of the environment - not standardized;

All-weather operation of the foam is possible.

–universal cable penetrations;

Technical data

(hereinafter – the foam) is used for sealing the space between the 
cables, as a result of which polymerization forms a reliable fire resistant barrier, 
that bloat when exposed to open flame.

Completeness of set

Employees who apply the foam should be provided with personal protective 
equipment and overalls.

When getting foam or its components on exposed skin – wipe the 
composition dry with a rag or paper towel, then rinse abundantly with water and

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soap; in case of contact with eyes - rinse with plenty of water. 

It is necessary to prevent the spread and ingress of foam into drains, ditches 
and rivers by using sand, earth or other suitable barrier materials.

IT IS FORBIDDEN 
To pierce through or burn the cartridge.

To squeeze the contents of the cartridge onto an open flame or hot 
objects, or smoke when performing installation works.

All installation works should be carried out away from fire and sources of 
sparks. 

To use damaged mixer spouts and cartridges with damaged packaging.

Keep away from children!

Installation and operation rules
Before use, the foam should be kept in a sealed container of the 

manufacturer in covered, dry, well-ventilated warehouse at a temperature of at 
least plus 20 °C for at least 24 hours.

Open the cap, cut off the sealed end of the reservoir with the composition, 
screw the spout-mixer.

Insert the cartridge into the fastening gun, squeeze the first portion 
of 5–10 ml of the composition in the bag, in which the foam cartridge was packed.

Apply the composition to the prepared opening, taking into account the start 
time of foaming (60 seconds). If it is necessary, make a pause, change the spout-
mixer.

ATTENTION

Work with respiratory protection in poorly ventilated rooms!

If it is necessary, 5 minutes after the application with gloved hands press the 
foam back into the filled hole.

It is recommended to fill the opening from the middle or from the far edge. 

Tools for installation (to be purchased separately): 

When applying the foam, the permissible temperature is allowed not lower 
than plus 5 °C.

Transportation, storage and disposal
The product can be transported by all types of transport in covered vehicles 

at any distance, in accordance with the rules of goods transportation, acting on 
this type of transport. 

It is recommended to use an extension hose for openings with a depth 
of 200 mm or more.

– two-piece «Dispenser 2k» gun for 380 ml cartridges;

– polymer film, as a material for easily removable formwork.
– assembly knife for trimming the foam;

If it is necessary, after the foam has cured in the hole, in 5–10 minutes after 
installation, trim off the overflow that protrudes beyond the opening with a knife. 
It is allowed to use them to fill the next penetration.

Dispose of foam and packaging in accordance with local regulations and 
type of use. 

Service life and manufacturer's warranties

Foam should be stored with protection against mechanical damage, in an 
acid- and alkali-free room.

Service life – 40 years.

The warranty shelf life of the foam is 12 months if transportation and storage 
conditions are observed.

Transportation is carried out at temperatures between plus 5 °C to plus 40 °C.
Foam should be stored vertically in a sealed package of the manufacturer in 

a cool, dry, dark rooms at temperatures between plus 5 °C to plus 40 °C and 
relative humidity of up to 80 % at 25 °C.
