(hereinafter referred to as —the contacts) are designed for switching control
circuits and signaling AC or DC at change of switching state of main contacts.

The contact is mounted with a latch on the left side of the modular equipment of
ARMAT series.

The contacts meet the requirements of IEC 60947-5-1.

The ARMAT list of products includes the following auxiliary contacts:

— state contact: designed to provide information on the state of the modular equipment
of the ARMAT series;

— alarm switch: designed for signaling the position of the circuit-breaker operating
mechanism. The contacts are switched over only when the circuit-breaker is tripped in case
of overcurrent or residual current. To simulate an emergency trip, the test handle should be
moved to the upper position;

— dual contact: this device is a mechanical switch that allows you to select between two
pairs of contacts:

— AS Alarm switch+ state contact,

— 28 Two state contacts

To simulate an emergency trip, turn the test handle towards the actuating member.

Recommendations for connection of conductors to screw-type terminals are given in
table 2.

Figure 1 shows the separated assembly, which shows the connection logic of the
protective devices and accessories of the ARMAT series. Description of symbols and serial
numbers in the separated assembly are shown in table 3.

Table 4 shows the compatibility of accessories for modular equipment of the ARMAT
series and protective devices of the ARMAT series. Also, the requirements for compatibility
of the modular accessories and protective device of the ARMAT series are noted in table 4.
Table 4 shows the various combinations of compatibility of modular accessories and
protective devices of the ARMAT series.

Using table 4 means reading from the column "Denomination of the protective device"
to the columns "Releases" and "Auxiliary contacts".

An example of reading table 4, which represents one of the possible combinations of
connection of auxiliary devices to the M10N circuit-breaker, is shown below:

— AR-AUX-UR-220 - 1 pc;

— AR-AUX-OR-220-240 — 1 pc;

— AR-AUX-AC-240-415 — 1 pc;

— AR-AUX-SC-240-415 — 1 pc.

Safety measures

The contacts should be operated in accordance with the "Requirements for Electrical
Installations”, "Rules of Technical Operation of Electric Installations of Consumers" and "
Interindustry Rules on Labor Safety (Safety Rules) for Operation of Electrical Installations".

Installation and maintenance should be carried out with the voltage disconnected.

IT IS FORBIDDEN
Using the contacts with cracks or chips formed on the housing during operation.

Installation rules

Before mounting the contacts, it is necessary to familiarize yourself with the operating
manual of the protective device with which the contact will be connected.

The connection of the auxiliary contact to R10N, MO6N, M10N, MO6N-DC, B0O6S, B10N
should be carried out according to figure 2 and the following algorithm:

— the handles of all devices should be switched to the disconnected position;

— remove the protective cap from the main device (protective fiberglass sticker on the
side of the device);

— insert the upper catching clip of the contact into the upper slot of the main device;

— turn the contact counterclockwise until the pin and the protrusions in the handle and
sidewall are aligned with the holes in the main device (connection of the releases to the
R10N residual current circuit-breaker is possible only with a special insert);

— press the contact firmly against the main device;

— make sure that the contact latch is aligned with the upper slot of the main device and
fixed in it;

— switch on the main device after connection. The handle should be precisely locked in
the "I" position and the indicator of the main device should be red.

Maintenance

Under normal operating conditions, the contact should be inspected once a year.
Regardless of this, the contact should be inspected after each emergency tripping of the
protective device.

The inspection shall include:

— removal of dust and dirt;

— checking the reliability of the device fastening to the circuit-breaker;

— tightening screws of screw-type terminals;

— check of serviceability.
