1. Mounting hole cutout

Make a rectangular cutout for the base box on the selected surface.
Note: surface thickness 10-45 mm.

* Allowed installation in a concrete floor with base box PM-KN10-08-18-M-K03

Adjustment screw (x4)

2. Connecting pipes and box installation
2.1 Remove the cover panel by pulling the shaft on the right side with

screwdriver slot until the notch is released from the frame.
2.2 Unscrew the fastening screws and remove the frame plate from the box.

2.3 Remove appropriate base box knockout and feed the wiring conduit

through the knockouts.

2.4 Insert box into the mounting hole and secure it with the mounting

SCrews.

3. Installation of the outlet frame plate and modules

3.1 Wire devices to appropriate slots.

3.2 Affix power and data outlets to the corresponding mounting frame.
3.3 Secure the outlet frame plates to the base box using the screws.

4. Base box adjustment
4.1 Attach cover panel onto the chassis.
4.2 Adjust the height of the base box evenly using four screws to ensure

that the cover panel lies flush with the floor surface when the power plugs are
connected to the outlets.

Note: turning the screws counterclockwise can lower the base box; all four

screws are required to adjust the rotation evenly to avoid the base box being
tilted and stuck.

5. Cover panel operation

Lift the cover panel using the recessed pull-out handle. If needed to rotate
the panel, pull the shaft using a slotted screwdriver until the notch is released
from the frame and then install it to the other side.

Cover panel features recessed space 140x80x8 mm, which permits the
installation of different floor covering materials.

6. Fold-out cable outlets
Cover can close even when devices are connected. Cable outlets are
equipped with a retaining guard to protect cables while they are connected.
